In light of COVID-19’s devastating impact, Silkroad developed a
five-year long plan to respond, recover, and rebuild from the
pandemic.

This 20th fiscal year marks the beginning of our Response phase, moving programming online,
limiting our resources, and making difficult decisions to cut costs.

As Silkroad’s direct response to the
pandemic, an Emergency Fund was
initiated to support Silkroad and its artists.

6 new pieces were composed by duos of Silkroad Artists,
working collaboratively across distance to creatively respond
to the pandemic.

The Emergency Fund also supported a service project, 1 Car, 3
Musicians, 5 Boroughs, which brought songs of comfort and joy
to five boroughs across New York City.

This fund facilitated the commissioning of  
 Silkroad artists to create new musical works and
develop engaging community outreach.
